· Confucianism encourages:
· Obedience

· To your elders

· To the government

· How might this create an inflexible system?
The lower class cannot question, complain or deny the upper class’s decision. If the ruler doesn't want to change the society, then there is no improvement. If the ruler gives wrong instruction, then it will become corrupted.
· How might this make modernization difficult?
They don't think of making the society better, instead, they only take the money they want. This makes the society corrupted, and the modernization would never happen.
Opium Wars
· Cause: British wanted China to give silver and gold to them. For several years British had been giving silver and gold to China for other things, now they are out of it and they want to take it back.(Paper bills weren’t that popular and worthy at that time). 

· 1839-1842, 1856-1860

· Foreign merchants wanted to trade with China, they chose opium as the goods exchanging for silver and gold. Because once people take it, they want more and will therefore buy more. British got opium from the fields in Bristish India, which was very convenient and close to China. 
· Mercantilism
· Effects: Most drug takers were workers and peasants, the construction and farming had to be delayed and stopped because of their bad health condition caused by opium. Natural disasters happened without the timely and adequate handling, more people died of it.
· China blocked product (free trade vs. drug trade). The war therefore started, the Chinese couldn't defeat the British.
· Treaty of Nanjing

· Indemnities

· Open ports

· Cede Hong Kong

Taiping Rebellion

· 1850-1864
· In 1851 after dominating the village of Jintian, the establishment of his society of the god worshippers began. In 1847 when he propagated his doctrines in the Zijing Mountains. There he ordered the destruction of temples and confiscated land. In 1860, Hong Xiuquan unsuccessfully attempted to cut financial resources of Qing when his troops entered Shanghai. The city of Nanjing was captured in 1853 and was seized from Qing to become their capital. He failed to take Beijing.
· Change topic of Confucian Exams, based on the Bible instead of the classics.
· Private property ended(Communism)
· Solar Calendar

· End to foot binding

· End to social classes and sexism

· Cut queue
· How it ended: In 1862 the Qing Army attacked and besieged the Taiping capital Nanjing(aka.Tianjing) from many routes. Supplies were cut off and soldiers suffered from disease and hunger. With Hong Xiuquan’s death in 1864, the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom completely failed.
Boxer Rebellion

· 1899-1901
· Righteous Harmony Society Movement

· Anti-foreigner and Anti-Qing at first

· Angered by unequal treaties, cultural imperialism, and loss of Chinese prestige
· Many Chinese were converted to Christians, and there was a dispute over whether a temple belonged to Qing or the Catholics.

· Taiyuan Massaccre: 20000 Chinese and foreign Chritians and missionaries were killed.
· Saw the government as incapable at first

· Later sided with the government when government offered support against the foreign powers. Attacked the legation street, a German envoy and a few foreigners were killed.
· After Cixi realized that both the Qing and the Boxers were against the foreigners, she secretly ordered the imperial army to support the Boxers. But the movement was still put down by united foreign forces(USA, UK, Japan, Germany, Russia, AH, France, Italy)
· Seen by many as the final nail in the Qing coffin

· Western forces required more privileges in China

· Qing dynasty lost almost all legitimacy in the eyes of Chinese revolutionary movements

China’s Loss of Territorial Integrity
· Hong Kong 1842 (mostly uninhabited) to Britain

· Indochina 1885 to France

· Taiwan and Liaodong Peninsula 1895 to Japan 

· Tibet 1913 declared independence with help of Great Britain

· Mongolia 1921 became independent with the help of Russia

· Port Arthur Japanese and Soviet administration until 1953

· Xinjiang in and out of Chinese hands

Attempts at Reform
· Rebellions could be seen as early tempts at reform
· What China lacked was not reform but a revolution

· Progressive empires of Europe became great through revolution and not through reform

· Confucianism is in its nature anti-reformative

· 1861-1872(first)
· Created a Customs Service which was run by the British

· Built shipyards and arsenals to manufacture modern weapons

· 1872-1885(second)
· Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture

· 1885-1895(third)
· Attempted to form private enterprise companies

· 1898(last)
· Hundred Days Reform

· Led by Kang Youwei

· Change civil service exam

· Get rid of titles which gave salary but no work

· Create modern education system

· Create a Constitutional Monarchy

· Apply Capitalism

· Strengthen and modernize the military

· Industrialize

Xingzhong Hui and Guangzhou Uprising

· Founded in Honolulu, 1894, by Sun Yat-sen

· Expel the Manchus, restore Han China. Overthrow the Qing and establish a bourgeois republic
· Planned an armed uprising in guangzhou, but the word of plan leaked out. Even though it was a failure, it proved that the revolutionary section of the bourgeoisie had broken completely away from the Qing government.
Tong Meng Hui
· 1st National unified political party
· Most of its leaders lived in exile

· Sun Yat Sen was a major leader

· Nationalism

· Expel the Manchus

· Restore Han China

· Democracy

· Establish a republic

· People’s Livelihood

· Re-evaluation of land rights

Wuchang Uprising
· A “New Army” was being built in Wuchang
· Numerous members of the army were in league with Revolutionaries

· Police got hold of a list of those army officers

· The officers led a coup to keep from being arrested

· Qing failed to respond

· When they did, the generals they sent to suppress the uprising switched sides

· The main general sent to suppress the rebellion was Yuan Shi Kai

· Sun Yat Sen and the Tong Meng Hui had no active role in the uprising

Revolution of 1911
· Began with the Wuchang Uprising
· Slowly other cities and provinces joined the movement

· Yuan Shi Kai was made head of the imperial cabinet to ensure his loyalty

· Ended with the abdication of Puyi in Feb 1912

· The government that was set up was not immediately a republic

· Too many competing anti-democratic interests

· Sun Yat Sen arrived in Shanghai where he was protected in the foreign settlement

· He proclaimed the Republc of China in Jan 1912

The Republic of China
· Republican government was scattered and disorganized
· Had popular support but little formal military organization

· A Constitution was created

Sun Yat-sen and Yuan Shikai
· Sun needed the support or the largest most organized army in China
· He was willing to allow Yuan to be President in return for forcing Puyi to abdicate

· Sun felt that the Constitution would be enough to constrain Yuan as the Presidency was designed to be weak 

Yuan Shikai
· Was made President in 1913
· Maneuvered to put his supporters in major cabinet positions

· Sun’s allies resigned in protest

· Yuan had some assassinated and Sun fled to Japan

· Yuan made the Guomindang illegal and declared himself Emperor in 1915

· His declaration caused his allies to turn against him. Because they also wanted to become the emperor. 
· He died not long after.

Warlord Era
· With no strong leadership China was carved up between numerous warlords
· Li Yuanhong became the president, Duan Qirui was the Premier of State Affairs and Feng Guozhang was the vice president. The two northern Cliques, Zhili led by Feng and Wan led by Duan was separated. The Wan was supported by the Japanes, the Zhili was supported by the British and Americans.
· Zhang Xun led the rmy of Ques in 1917 to restore Puyi, but it was opposed by people throughout the country. 12 days later, Duan quickly ended the restoration, Puyi was forced to step down again.
· Warlords were local lords who were all over the political spectrum

· Their interests were diverse and most had armies to support them.

· Western nations supported different warlords, mostly in an attempt to provide stability to their business interests in China.
