HISTORY FINAL REVIEW SHEET

In the case of separate electorates, the voting population of a country or region is divided into different electorates, based on certain factors like religion, caste, occupation etc. Here, members of each electorate votes only to elect representatives for their electorate. Separate electorates are usually demanded by minorities who feel it will difficult for them to get fair representation in government, in a joint electorate.
Cripp’s Plan of 1942- after WW2, provinces and states would send representatives to create a body that would draft a constitution, and it would guarantee the rights of the minorities.The plan failed because the Congress Party demanded that the national government become a cabinet government with full powers, not merely a continuation of the Viceroy’s weak Executive Council. Congress also wanted an Indian to be Minister of Defense.

The Cabinet Mission of 1946- working with the Congress Party, the Muslim League, the Unionist Party, and the Sikhs to discuss the future of India
satyagraha- The policy of nonviolent resistance developed by Mahatma Gandhi as a means of pressing for political reform in South Africa and India.
Salt Satyagraha- a campaign of nonviolent protest against the British salt tax in colonial India. 
Quit India Movement (1942)- a civil disobedience movement in response to Gandhi's call for immediate independence.
Muslim League
- led the movement calling for a separate Muslim country to be created out of the partition of India. 
- for several decades it supported Hindu-Muslim unity in an independent India, but in 1940, fearing Hindu domination, the league called for a separate state for India's Muslims. After the creation of Pakistan in 1947, the Muslim League became Pakistan's dominant political party
Mohammed Ali Jinnah- leader of the Muslim League who broke with the Congress Party, and also the founder of Pakistan
The Lucknow Pact- an agreement between the Congress and the Muslim League, to pressure the British Government to have a more liberal approach to India and give Indians more authority. This was a considerable change of policy for the Muslim League, as it was established that to preserve Muslim interests in India. However, the Congress Party’s breaking of the pact marked the end of the cooperation between the Congress Party and the Muslim League.

The Unionist Party- a political party based in the province of Punjab during British Raj in India. The Unionist party mainly represented the interests of the landed gentry and landlords of Punjab, which included Muslims, Hindus and Sikhs.
The Sikhs- a religious community living almost entirely in Punjab, also feared that the partition of India would split the community into two nations. 

Nehru- the first PM of India
Indira Gandhi

· the Green Revolution created high yield seeds which helped India’s agricultural production

· nationalized India’s largest banks, insurance companies, and coal mines

· India tested its first nuclear device in 1974

· Supported Bengali rebels who split Pakistan in two by creating the nation of Bangladesh.

· A 1975 court decision declared Gandhi’s 1971 election victory had been illegal

Rajiv Gandhi- son of Indira Gandhi, he took vigorous measures to reform the government bureaucracy and liberalize the country's economy, but his attempts to discourage separatist movements failed, and his government became embroiled in financial scandals. 
Two questions continued to haunt Pakistan: 
1. Is Pakistan a secular state for the subcontinent or an Islamic state governed by religious law?

2. The distribution of power between central and provincial governments. Pakistan has been ruled by generals, instead of democratically elected leaders.

Problems Pakistan faced:

· West and East Pakistan were separated by a thousand miles of territory belonging to India

· Had little funding assets from Britain

· The on-going conflict with India cut off Pakistan’s major market

· Geographic dispute with Afghanistan

Pervez Musharraf- dictator of Pakistan from 1999-2009
Kashmir

When the British announced their withdrawal from India and partition in 1947, the ruler of the State of Kashmir was reluctant to join with either India or Pakistan. Continued fighting lasted until the United Nations negotiated a ceasefire, and the State was divided by a line of control. The State of Kashmir is predominantly Muslim, but with significant areas populated by Hindus and Buddhists. Since both India and Pakistan now have nuclear weapons, such a source of tension is potentially disastrous.
Afrikaners- the descendants of the Dutch settlers in South Africa, speaking Afrikaans. It came into widespread use in the 20th century; until then “Dutch” or “Boer” were more commonly used. 

Mfecane- A period of upheaval and chaos when different groups and chiefdoms expanded and consolidated, for protection from slave raiders from Europe. Weaker groups were driven off or killed entirely. Some Europeans and trekboers may have contributed to the turmoil by taking advantage of the temporarily available land.

The Great Trek- Emigration of some 12,000 – 14,000 Boers from Cape Colony (South Africa) between 1835 and the early 1840s, in rebellion against British policies and in search of fresh pasturelands. The trek, regarded by Afrikaners as the origin of their nationhood, enabled the settlers to establish temporary military supremacy over the Xhosa. Many trekboers compared this to the flight of Old Testament Israelites from Egypt. 

The Battle of Blood River- was mythologized and claimed that the group of trekboers had gathered together in prayer asking God to grant them victory over their enemies. 

Mineral Revolution

· Discovery of diamond deposits in 1867

· British expanded the empire in South Africa, through violent conquest of African societies in order to develop this new industry

· African men came to work in the mines, the areas surrounding the mines prosper.

· The mining required a large number of workers and a great deal of money. To cut costs, the British began to impose taxes on Africans in order to force them to work on the mines so that they could earn money to pay those taxes. 

Results of Mineral Revolution

· South Africa quickly evolved from a rural, agricultural state to an urban, industrial nation

· The structure of British rule was based on racial segregation: Whites own, Blacks work.

· Many Africans became dependent on whites for their survival

Apartheid- “separate” or “apartness”, a system of racial discrimination designed to keep whites, blacks, coloureds, and Asians separate from each other in every way.

· the Congress Youth League encouraged the ANC to adopt to massive nonviolent actions to achieve their goals such as boycotts and strikes

· Worked with African and coloured groups in South Africa

	· created in 1959 by Robert Sobukwe, promoted radicalism

· wanted to change African people’s slave mentality to revolution, placed greater value on individual spontaneity and the involvement of average citizens
· Sharpeville massacre occurred when the PAC organised a peaceful protest in which black Africans burnt the pass books which restricted them from going in certain areas. South African police opened fire on the crowd.

	· ANC and SAIC launched the Defiance Campaign in 1952. “defiers” were imprisoned for peacefully refusing to obey apartheid laws.

	· Freedom Charter- a document that would express how the Congress of the People believed South Africa must move to a non-racial future
	· 

	· The Treason Trial- Nelson Mandela, Chief Albert Luthuli (president of ANC), and other people were trialed for a plot to use violence to overthrow the present government and replace it with a communist government. The long-term trial gave leaders of the various anti-apartheid organizations enormous amounts of time to plan strategies and to develop a strong sense of camaraderie. The Congress became more solid and sophisticated.

	Sabotage campaigns against the government, organized by an armed wing of ANC, MK, led by Nelson Mandela. 
	called for international community to take a stand against apartheid

refused to cooperate with any of the segregationist policies
	A militant wing called Poqo, practiced guerrilla tactics, targeting both whites and black collaborators


The Rivonia Trial was a trial that took place in South Africa between 1963 and 1964, in which leaders of the ANC were tried for sabotage designed to overthrow the apartheid system.
Black Consciousness- founded by a black activist Steve Biko, it advocated increased rights and an end to “separate development”. Whites were excluded from because they wanted to demonstrate that blacks, coloureds, and Asians could succeed on their own power. 

Soweto- the SOuth WEst TOwnship of Johannesburg, students there were angered that their schools lacked materials and teachers adequate to their needs. They also protested the policy of Afrikaans as one of the languages of instruction.

de Klerk- white president of South Africa who began the process of ending Apartheid
The Truth and Reconciliation Commission (TRC)- made up of people of all races who would oversee the investigation of violence acts, the punishment of perpetrators, and the payment of victims of apartheid or anti-apartheid violence.
Manifest Destiny- 
- used to rationalize U.S. territorial expansion
- asserted that expansion of the U.S throughout the American continents was both justified and inevitable. 
- initially used in regard to Mexican and Indian land in Texas and the Southwest. 
- was invoked later in relation to territory controlled by the United States as a result of the Spanish-American War (1898).
Panama Canal- allowed ships to get from the Atlantic Ocean to the Pacific Ocean, without having to go all the way around the tip of South America, or going down around Africa and through the Indian Ocean. This made shipping from Europe to Asia a lot faster.
Spanish American War- with the newspapers reporting on the Spanish brutality towards the Cubans, and the battleship Maine mysteriously exploded, President McKinley declared war on Spanish troops in Cuba. The war ended with US victory and from then on US had control over several Spanish colonies, Puerto Rico, Guam, the Philippines, and Cuba.

Monroe Doctrine- first enunciated by Pres. James Monroe, concerned that the European powers would attempt to restore Spain's former colonies, he declared that any attempt by a European power to control any nation in the Western Hemisphere would be viewed as a hostile act against the U.S. Pres. Theodore Roosevelt added the Roosevelt Corollary, stating that in the event of flagrant wrongdoing by a Latin American state, the U.S. had the right to intervene in its internal affairs. The Monroe Doctrine came to define the Western Hemisphere as a U.S. sphere of influence.
The Platt Amendment(1901)- affected Cuba's rights to negotiate treaties and permitted the U.S. to maintain its naval base at Guantanamo Bay and to intervene in Cuban affairs "for the preservation of Cuban independence.
Good Neighbour Policy- a marked departure from its traditional interventionism, which was abhorrent to Latin Americans, the U.S. repudiated its assumed right to intervene unilaterally in Latin American affairs.

Rio Pact- the agreement that called on the countries of Latin America to come to the aid of a neighbor under attack

Fidel Castro & US-Cuban relations

- he overthrew Batista (Cuban dictator in the 1950s) who was an American capitalistic ally
- he nationalized private commerce and industry and expropriated US-owned land and businesses
- suppressed opposition, outlawing any political groups but the Communist Party

- defeated the American troops at the Bay of Pigs

- accepted missiles and possibly nuclear weapons from the USSR in the middle of the Cold War

	Zionism- the ideology which believes Jewish people should have their own state. The Land of Israel was promised to the Jewish people by God, according to the Bible. World Zionist Organization- founded by Theodore Herzl

	Israeli Declaration of Independence stated that the Jews had reclaimed the wilderness, revived their language, built cities and villages and established a vigorous community with its own economic and cultural life. 
	The Arab League Statement on the Founding of Israel stated that Zionism is only idea consisting the spiritual center for the Jews in Palestine, but without any political aims, thus disapproving the founding of Israel. 


Balfour Declaration
- promised the establishment of a homeland for the Jewish people in Palestine that would not disturb the non-Jewish groups already residing there. 
- a mandate over Palestine after World War I and hoped to win over Jewish public opinion to the side of the Allies. 
- protect the approaches to the Suez Canal, a vital link to Britain's South Asian possessions.
Prior to and during WW2

- the Arabs were resentful of Jewish immigration and revolted
- Hitler made speeches saying that the Jews had no right to Palestine
- Jewish immigration into Palestine was prohibited during WW2

- Jews and Arabs in Palestine had violent conflicts

The 1st Arab-Israeli War(1948)

- caused by the formation of the nation of Israel 
- five Arab countries — Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Lebanon, and Syria — attacked Israel. 
- led to a great number of Arab refugees
- led to increased support for the Muslim Brotherhood in Egypt
Aswan Dam

- a symbol of Egyptian nationlism
- led to greater hydroelectric and agricultural output in some areas

- originally funded by the US and the World Bank

- later funded by the USSR
Suez Crisis(1956)

- began when Egyptian President Gamel Nasser nationalized the Suez Canal during the construction of the Aswan Dam. 
- French, British, and Israelis attacked Egypt and occupied the canal zone but soon withdrew under international pressure
- the UN supported Egypt
- was a military defeat for Egypt but a political victory for Egypt

The 6-Day War(1967)

- Israel, fearing an Arab attack, launched a preemptive strike against the three Arab states (Egypt, Syria, Jordan). 
- Israeli forces captured the Sinai Peninsula, Gaza Strip, West Bank, Old City of Jerusalem, and the Golden Heights. 

- From then on, successive Israeli governments have promoted the settlement (colonization) of the West Bank and Gaza Strip by Israeli citizens, also known as the West Banks Settlements. 

Golda Meir

- In 1921 immigrated to Palestine, emerged as a forceful negotiator with British authorities during WW2

- served in the parliament and held the posts of minister of labour and foreign minister.
- sought diplomatic solutions to ease the region's tensions. 
- The failure of her government to anticipate an Arab attack during the Yom Kippur War led her to resign six months later.
Arafat and PLO

- Palestinian Liberation Organization
- responsible for the terrorist attacks on the Munich Olympics in 1972

- was not instrumental in organizing the intifada (in protest against Israeli occupation of Gaza Strip and West Bank)

- viewed by many Arab governments as the legitimate government of Palestine
Mahmoud Abbas- a central figure in peace negotiations with Israel of the 1993 Oslo Accord, the first Palestinian PM
Nasser
- the Egyptian leader of the Free Officers who overthrew King Farouk (leader during the 1st Arab Israeli War) 

- remembered for his ambitious attempt to modernize Egypt and create a secular Arab empire 
- promoted the construction of the Aswan High Dam.
Anwar Sadat
- notable for Yom Kippur War (1973) and the Camp David Accords. Nobel Prize winner
Yom Kippur War(1973)- combined forces from Egypt and Syria attacked Israel with the aim of regaining territory lost to Israel in 1967(The Six-Day War). US supported Israel and USSR supported the Arabs. 

Camp David Accords(1978)

- created a framework for negotiations to arrive at a peace treaty between Egypt and Israel, formally ending some 30 years of war; led to the return of the Sinai Peninsula, occupied by Israel in the Six-Day War (1967), to Egypt. 
- created a framework that included a plan for Palestinian self-rule in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. 
Hamas- Militant Palestinian Islamic movement, dedicated to the destruction of Israel and the creation of a Palestinian Islamic state. Its leadership comes from the Palestinian branch of the Muslim Brotherhood.

Oslo Accords
- In 1993, a secret discussion between the government of the state of Israel and the PLO 
- granted self-government to Palestinians in the Israeli-occupied Gaza Strip and West Bank
- while Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin and PLO Chairman Yasir Arafat shook hands, a historic gesture. 

French Union
- it was the idea of Charles de Gaulle

- it allowed for a transition period to self rule

- it provided former colonies with economic aid and military aid

- most African leaders accepted it and became members

Algerian War of Independence- An important decolonization war, it was a complex conflict characterized by guerrilla warfare, terrorism against civilians, use of torture on both sides and counter-terrorism operations by the French Army
Kemal Ataturk- military and political leader who transformed what was left of the Ottoman Empire into modern Turkey. He pursued a policy of Westernization and secularization, in which Western styles of dress and appellation were made mandatory, seclusion of women was abolished, and the legal and educational system was overhauled.
Iranian Revolution

- the US was seen as interfering in the internal politics of Iran

- the Shah was seen as an illegitimate ruler who did not represent the people

- the Shah wanted a secular government for Iran

- the Shah’s secret police stifled dissent
Khomeini

- created the Iranian Islamic Republic, focusing on religious purity, restoring the Muslim law and faith
- ordered the execution of the Indian writer Salman Rushdie for having published the novel The Satanic Verses, judged sacrilegious and blasphemous to the Muslim faith.

- had a war with neighboring Iraq; mainly due to the conflicts over religion, government(secularist vs. fundamentalist) and oil

Saddam Hussein
- joined the revolutionary Baath party (Arab political party, in Syria and in Iraq. Its main ideological objectives are secularism, socialism, and pan-Arab unionism.)
- in 1958, rose in the ranks after a Baath coup, and by 1979 was Iraq's president and de facto dictator
- led Iraq through a decade-long war with Iran, and in August of 1990 his forces invaded the neighboring country of Kuwait. Though justified that Kuwait was historically part of Iraq, the invasion was presumed to be motivated by Iraq's desire to acquire Kuwait's rich oil fields and expand its power in the region. A U.S.-led alliance ran Hussein's forces out of Kuwait in the Gulf War, which ended in 1991 with Saddam still in power. 
- When Iraqi forces left Kuwait, they exploded all the country’s eight hundred oil wells. Enormous oil fires fouled the atmosphere of the region for nearly a year before being completely extinguished. (aka Kuwait Oil Fires) 

OPEC
- an organization consisting of the world's major oil-exporting nations 
- manage the supply of oil and set the price of oil on the world market, in order to avoid fluctuations that might affect the economies of both producing and purchasing countries.
Taliban
- arose after the Soviet withdrawal after Afghan War. 
- captured Kabul and instituted a strict Islamic regime. By 1999, the Taliban controlled most of Afghanistan but failed to win international recognition of its regime because of its harsh social policies — which included the almost complete removal of women from public life — and its role as a haven for Islamic extremists. 

- an extremist, Osama bin Laden, the expatriate Saudi Arabian leader of Al-Qaeda, a network of Islamic militants that had engaged in numerous acts of terrorism. The Taliban's refusal to extradite bin Laden to the U.S. following the September 11 attacks in 2001 prompted the U.S. to attack Taliban and Al-Qaeda forces in Afghanistan, driving the former from power and sending the leaders of both groups into hiding.
	Mau Mau Uprising

- took place in what was to become Kenya
- led by Jomo Kenyatta

- led by the Kikuyu people

- involved many tribes on one side or the other

- it was against the British
	Gold Coast 

- the leader of the Nationalists was Kwame Khrumah
- the leader was educated in the West

- the movement for independence was mostly nonviolent
- it was once ruled by the British
- it changed its name to Ghana
- created a government with a federal system that respected regional autonomy

	Zaire
- was created in 1965 by Joseph Mobutu
- had a lot of natural resources

- the leader of the country stole money from the treasury

- the army lacked weapons and food, the roads were not maintained, no one repaired infrastructure

- schools closed due to lack of funding
	Rwanda Genocide

- carried out by the ethnic majority: Hutus killing the Tutsis

- began with the assassination of the President of Rwanda

- had its roots in the Belgian colonial system

- as many as 500000 people died

- USA and UN did nothing to prevent the genocide

- Ended with the RPF took over the country
