Summary of the important documents:
Truman Doctrine 

Pronouncement by Pres. Harry Truman. On March 12, 1947, he called for immediate economic and military aid to Greece, which was threatened by a communist insurrection, and to Turkey, which was under pressure from Soviet expansion in the Mediterranean. Engaged in the Cold War with the Soviet Union, the U.S. sought to protect those countries from falling under Soviet influence after Britain announced that it could no longer give them aid. In response to Truman's message, Congress appropriated $400 million in aid.

Kennan Telegram(X Article), by George Kennan, an American advisor, diplomat, political scientist, and historian
A telegram sent from Moscow to Washington and written by U.S. diplomat George F. Kennan on February 22, 1946, at the start of the Cold War. It discussed Soviet foreign policy and post-war Soviet ideology on international relations, as well as the potential effects of U.S. foreign policy. Kennan concluded that a policy of opposition and the containment of Soviet power was necessary.
Novikov Telegram, from Nikolai Novikov, ambassador of the Soviet Union to the United States
a reaction to the highly critical telegram of George Kennan (Stalin and Molotov were among the audience of this "top secret" article.) Novikov was ordered to file a report on the US foreign policy and attitudes and he wasted no time in the assertion of Soviet dogmatism as he was quick to make guarantees of US plans for invasion.
Marshall Plan- (1948 – 51) U.S.-sponsored program to provide economic aid to European countries after World War II. The idea of a European self-help plan financed by the U.S. was proposed by George Marshall in 1947 and was authorized by Congress as the European Recovery Program. It provided almost $13 billion in grants and loans to 17 countries and was a key factor in reviving their economies and stabilizing their political structures.
UN Charter:
The preamble consists of two principle parts. The first part containing a general call for the maintenance of peace and international security and respect for human rights. The second part of the preamble is a declaration in a contractual style that the governments of the peoples of the United Nations have agreed to the Charter.

Chapter I sets forth the purposes of the

, including the important provisions of the maintenance of international peace and security.

· Chapter II defines the criteria for membership in the United Nations.

· Chapters III-XV, the bulk of the document, describe the organs and institutions of the UN and their respective powers.

· Chapters XVI and Chapter XVII describe arrangements for integrating the UN with established international law.

· Chapters XVIII and Chapter XIX provide for amendment and ratification of the Charter.

The following chapters deal with the enforcement powers of UN bodies:

· Chapter VI describes the Security Council's power to investigate and mediate disputes;

· Chapter VII describes the Security Council's power to authorize economic, diplomatic, and military sanctions, as well as the use of military force, to resolve disputes;

· Chapter VIII makes it possible for regional arrangements to maintain peace and security within their own region;

· Chapters IX and Chapter X describe the UN's powers for economic and social cooperation, and the Economic and Social Council that oversees these powers;

· Chapters XII and Chapter XIII describe the Trusteeship Council, which oversaw decolonization;

· Chapters XIV and Chapter XV establish the powers of, respectively, the International Court of Justice and the United Nations Secretariat.

· Chapters XVI through Chapter XIX deal respectively with XVI: miscellaneous provisions, XVII: transitional security arrangements related to World War II, XVIII: the charter amendment process, and XIX: ratification of the charter.

MAD
Mutual assured destruction (MAD) is a doctrine of military strategy and national security policy in which a full-scale use of nuclear weapons by two opposing sides would effectively result in the destruction of both the attacker and the defender. It is based on the theory of deterrence according to which the deployment of strong weapons is essential to threaten the enemy in order to prevent the use of the very same weapons.
NATO North Atlantic Treaty Organization
International military alliance created to defend western Europe against a possible Soviet invasion. A 1948 collective-defense alliance between Britain, France, The Netherlands, Belgium, and Luxembourg was recognized as inadequate to deter Soviet aggression, and in 1949 the U.S. and Canada agreed to join their European allies in an enlarged alliance. A centralized administrative structure was set up, and three major commands were established, focused on Europe, the Atlantic, and the English Channel. The admission of West Germany in 1955 led to the Soviet Union's creation of the opposing Warsaw Treaty Organization, or Warsaw Pact. 

Warsaw Pact 

Military alliance of the Soviet Union, Albania (until 1968), Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, East Germany, Hungary, Poland, and Romania, formed in 1955 in response to West Germany's entry into NATO. Its terms included a unified military command and the stationing of Soviet troops in the other member states. Warsaw Pact troops were called into action to suppress uprisings in Poland (1956), Hungary (1956), and Czechoslovakia (1968).

Korean War Background

Dr. Syngman Rhee
· Born March 26, 1875
· Member of aristocratic family

· Graduated from George Washington University and Princeton University

· Elected President of Provisional Government in 1919 and served until his impeachment for misuse of authority in 1925.

· Rhee continued to work for Korean Independence.  In 1933 he went to Switzerland to try and arrange international support from the League of Nations.

· That failing, he moved to the United States where he continued to write books and articles and worked to convince Americans of the Korean right to independence.

Korea: To Independence
· While some Koreans fought the Japanese from Manchuria or agitated against them from Shanghai, most Koreans stayed in Korea and lived their daily lives.
· As World War II progressed, thousands of Koreans were pressed into military service and were forced to become guards at prisoner of war camps and as police in areas rear of the front lines.  Untold numbers of Korean women were taken by the Japanese army and used as sex slaves for Japanese soldiers serving in many different parts of Asia. Still other Koreans worked willingly with the Japanese to run Korea.  Some did so out of greed, some out of the need to provide for their families, some out of the desire to help as many people as possible, and still others out of simple practicality.

Post World War II
· At the Cairo Conference in 1943, China, Great Britain, and the United States all agreed that Korea should become an independent nation at the end of the war.
· At the end of the war, when the Japanese Emperor agreed to the surrender, Korea became an independent nation.

· By this time, the Soviet Union had sent troops into northern Korea.  The US sent troops into southern Korea and they agreed to meet at the 38th parallel.

· In the mean time, the Soviets recognized the Five Provinces People’s Committee as the government of Korea.

· The US refused to recognize the government Five Provinces Government or the Provisional Government in Exile as the government of South Korea.  Instead, it created a military government under the US Army.

· During this time, political parties were founded, Japanese troops were disarmed and sent back to Japan, and the Americans and Soviets began to discuss how to resolve the question of governing Korea.

Korea: one nation, two governments
· In 1945, the Soviets and Americans agreed to a five year trusteeship plan, in which the two halves of Korea would be rebuilt, and by 1950 the final governmental questions would have been resolved.
· Koreans reacted violently to this arrangement and began demonstrating for immediate independence.  In the South these demonstrations continued for sometime, but in the North they were quashed by Communists under Soviet pressure.

· Throughout the country, Nationalists and Communists had violent clashes.

· By 1947, the US had established relative democratic government agencies and began to turn over the running of the affairs of the southern half of the country to Koreans.

· It is important to note that many of the men who ran South Korea in the early years were men who had worked for the Japanese prior to 1945.  There were practical reasons for this.  Most educated Koreans had worked for the Japanese in one way or another and they were the people who had the practical knowledge to run the day to day operations of the country.  During Japan’s rule there had not been free and equal access to education and thus Japanese collaborators were needed until a new generation of Korean nationalists could be given the training necessary to rule the nation.

North Korea and South Korea
· By 1946, Kim Il-Sung and the Communists had created a government in North Korea called People’s Assembly of North Korea.
· With the help of the Soviets, Kim had eliminated most of the nationalist and religious groups in the North.

· In 1947, the US appealed to the UN to help solve the question of government in Korea.

· The UN sent a mission to help supervise elections.

· The Soviets and North Koreans refused to accept the UN mission.  The elections went ahead anyway.  

· Dr. Syngman Rhee was elected President of the Republic of Korea on May 10, 1948.

· In August of 1949, the North Koreans carried out their own election and elected Kim Il-Sung as Premier.

Korean War 

(1950 – 53) Conflict arising after the post-World War II division of Korea, at latitude 38° N, into North Korea and South Korea. At the end of World War II, Soviet forces accepted the surrender of Japanese forces north of that line, as U.S. forces accepted Japanese surrender south of it. Negotiations failed to reunify the two halves, the northern half being a Soviet client state and the southern half being backed by the U.S. In 1950 North Korea invaded South Korea, and U.S. Pres. Harry Truman ordered troops to assist South Korea. The UN Security Council, minus the absent Soviet delegate, passed a resolution calling for the assistance of all UN members in halting the North Koreans. At first North Korean troops drove the South Korean and U.S. forces down to the southern tip of the Korean peninsula, but a brilliant amphibious landing at Inch'on, conceived by Gen. Douglas MacArthur, turned the tide in favour of the UN troops, who advanced near the border of North Korea and China. The Chinese then entered the war and drove the UN forces back south; the front line stabilized at the 38th parallel. MacArthur insisted on voicing his objections to U.S. war aims in a public manner and was relieved of his command by Truman. U.S. Pres. Dwight D. Eisenhower participated in the conclusion of an armistice that accepted the front line as the de facto boundary between the two Koreas.
The Mobile Army Surgical Hospital (MASH) refers to a United States Army medical unit serving as a fully functional hospital in a combat area of operations. The units were first established in August 1945, and were deployed during the Korean War and later conflicts.
Battle of Dien Bien Phu 

(1953 – 54) Decisive engagement in the first of the Indochina wars (1946 – 54) that marked the end of French involvement in Southeast Asia. The French fought the Viet Minh for control of a small mountain outpost near Laos. The French occupied the outpost, but the Vietnamese cut all the roads into it, leaving the French to rely on air supplies. Gen. Vo Nguyen Giap then attacked the base with heavy artillery and a force of 40,000 men; the base fell to him despite heavy U.S. aid to the French.

Geneva Conference

International conference held Apr.-July, 1954, to restore peace in Korea and Indochina. The chief participants were the United States, the Soviet Union, Great Britain, France, the People's Republic of China, North Korea, South Korea, Vietnam, the Viet Minh party, Laos, and Cambodia. No agreement was reached on transforming the Korean armistice into a permanent peace, but three agreements were reached providing for an armistice and political settlement in Indochina.
Vietnam War 

(1954 – 75) Protracted conflict between South Vietnam (and its U.S. allies) and North Vietnam, in which South Vietnam was fighting to prevent the countries from being united under communist leadership. After the First Indochina War, Vietnam was partitioned to separate the warring parties until free elections could be held in 1956. Ho Chi Minh's popular — and communist- sympathizing — Viet Minh party from the north was expected to win the elections, which the leader in the south, Ngo Dinh Diem, refused to hold. In the war that ensued, fighters trained by North Vietnam (the Viet Cong) fought a guerrilla war against U.S.-supported South Vietnamese forces; North Vietnamese forces later joined the fighting. At the height of U.S. involvement, there were more than half a million U.S. military personnel in Vietnam. The Tet Offensive of 1968 marked a turning point in the war. North Vietnam and the Viet Cong issued a series of attacks on dozens of South Vietnamese cities, including the capital of Saigon, as well as military and air installations. Many in the U.S. had come to oppose the war on moral and practical grounds, and Pres. Lyndon B. Johnson decided to shift to a policy of "de-escalation." Peace talks were begun in Paris. Between 1969 and 1973 U.S. troops were withdrawn from Vietnam, but the war was expanded to Cambodia and Laos in 1970. Peace talks, which had reached a stalemate in 1971, started again in 1973, producing a cease-fire agreement. Fighting continued, and there were numerous truce violations. In 1975 the North Vietnamese launched a full-scale invasion of the south. The south surrendered later that year, and in 1976 the country was reunited as the Socialist Republic of Vietnam. More than 3,000,000 people (including 58,000 Americans) died over the course of the war, more than half of them civilians.
The "Gulf of Tonkin Incident" was a sea engagement between the US Navy and the naval forces of North Vietnam. It led directly to increased military activity by the US in defense of the Republic of South Vietnam, as ordered by President Lyndon Johnson.
Vietnamization, an American term first used in the spring of 1969 by Secretary of Defense Melvin Laird to describe the policy, strategy, and programs adopted by the administration of Richard M. Nixon for the Vietnam War. Vietnamization entailed the progressive withdrawal of U.S. forces from South Vietnam combined with efforts to enhance the training and modernization of all South Vietnamese military forces to enable the government of South Vietnam to assume greater responsibility for the conduct of the war. The policy also encompassed U.S. support for Saigon to more vigorously pursue rural pacification and development to win the loyalty of the peasants and to strengthen its political base through village and hamlet elections, social and economic reforms, and expanded social services.
