Radical Republicans

· South under military rule 
· Southern states must write new constitutions

· All qualified males must be allowed to vote

· No confederates could vote (temporarily) 

· Equal rights for all citizens 

13th Amendment- 1865, abolition of slavery

14th Amendment- 1868, guaranteed equal protection and rights of all citizens

15th Amendment- 1870, guaranteed voting rights of all male citizens

Freedmen’s Bureau- a federal relief agency created by Congress; gave out clothing, medical supplies, and meals to war refugees; 250000 African Americans received education.

Black Codes- laws that restricted freedmen’s rights: curfews (couldn’t gather after sunset); vagrancy (had to work, or get fined); labor contracts (couldn’t quit their work, or lose their wages); land restriction (had to live on plantations).

Andrew Johnson and his Impeachment

· Congress passed a Civil Rights Act to ensure the rights of AA
· Johnson vetoed, Congress overrode 

· Firing Secretary of War Stanton, Johnson broke the Tenure of Office Act passed by Congress (the law was made to limit his power)
· The House voted 127 – 47 to impeach him (fire him from office for wrongdoing)
Carpetbaggers are Northern Republicans who moved to the postwar South. 

Scalawags are white Southerners who supported the Republicans 
Sharecropping- work the land with housing, and at the end get a share of the profit (1/2 or 1/3)

Tenant farming- rent a piece of land and decide what to grow, how much to work; more freedom

Cycle of debt- the share of the crop is not enough to pay the expense of living, so sharecroppers had to remain on the field and at the end of each year, indebted again.

Effects

· Labor force was mostly tenant farmers. 

· Cash crops became more popular for their profitability.

· Many people got into a cycle of debt.

· Merchants became wealthy from selling supplies to the laborers.

KKK

· Ex-Confederate officials and plantation owners who had been excluded from politics
· spread terror in the South, targeted carpetbaggers, scalawags, and freedmen
· President Grant asked Congress to pass the Enforcement Act of 1870, which banned the use of terror, force, or bribery to prevent people from voting because of their race 
The end of Reconstruction

The reconstruction ended because of corruption (bribery), bad economy (heavy taxes), violence (KKK), and the solid South (rejected Reconstruction policies and reforms)

Railroads and Transcontinental Railroad

· really hard to build (Rocky Mountains), a lot of people died of dynamite (Chinese)

· great deal of work and funds, but more job opportunities (mostly immigrants)

· a lot of people were working on it, really fast progress

Effects

· a faster and more practical means of transporting goods
· lower costs of production (now they could be sent at lower prices)
· creation of national markets (resources and goods are transported all over the country)

· a model for big business (new administrative techniques)
· stimulation of other industries (steel industry)

· creation of time zones to improve scheduling

	Andrew Carnegie

	founder of Standard Oil Company
	founder of Carnegie Steel

	horizontal consolidation- bringing together of many firms in the same business (small independent oil refineries)
	vertical consolidation- control of many different businesses that make up all phases of a product’s development (coke, iron ore, steel mills, ships, railroads)

	philanthropy: public health, education, social research, the arts, museums
	philanthropy: libraries, artistic and research institute, 350 million

	captains of industry: supply of goods and opening of job

	robber barons: “stealing” the nation’s resources to make profit; put small companies out of business (controlling an entire industry)


Oligopoly- a market structure dominated by only a few large firms

Monopoly- complete control of a product or service

Trust- a group of separate companies that are placed under the control of a single managing board

Cartel- a loose association of businesses that make the same product

Social Darwinism- opposition to government intervention to protect the weak, the strongest and fittest will survive and the weak and the unfit will be wiped out

Economies of scale- production increases, price goes down; since big companies such as Carnegie and Rockefeller produce a lot more, they put the small companies out of business.

Scientific Management
· new systems of formal, written rules and creation specialized departments to control the large amounts of assets, people, and resources.

· led to workers doing one task over and over, instead of many tasks to create something (division of labor). Workers become machines and can be easily replaced.

Piecework- wages depend on efficiency, not how long you work for

Sweatshop- a shop where people work long hours at low wages and under poor working condition

Work Environment

· Factory work was ruled by the clock 
· Workers could be fined for being late, talking, or not doing a task 

· Work places were not safe

· Poor lighting, ventilation 

· Noise could make you deaf

· Fatigue and bad equipment led to fires and injuries 
National Trades Union and National Labor Union were the two earliest labor unions, but they gradually died out because of economic depression.

The Knights of Labor
· 1869 - 1890s
· Wanted equal pay for equal work, 8 hour workday, end of child labor

· Admitted AA and women as well 

· Through a strike, forced Jay Gould to stop a pay cut
American Federation of Labor

· Samuel Gompers
· Craft union - each craft starts their own union then joins together

· Didn’t want AA, prevented women, because they would drive wages down
· Better wages, hours, working conditions

· Used economic pressure - strikes and boycotts against the employer
· Collective bargaining- workers negotiate as a group with employers, more powerful
Anti-Union Tactics

· Forbid union meetings and fire union organizers

· Make new workers sign “yellow dog” contracts, meaning they can’t join union

· Refuse to allow collective bargaining and refuse to recognize union leaders

The Great Railroad Strike, 1877
· Workers were made about pay cuts and dangerous working conditions
· They went on strike and attacked property; President Hayes sent in federal troops

· Some protestors were shot by troops; protestors cause $5 million in damage

American Railway Union
· Eugene V. Debs (founder and socialist), opposed strikes and violence

· Believed all railway workers should have ONE union – industrial union
· Protect wages and rights of workers
Haymarket Strike, 1886
· “Eight hours of work, eight hours of rest, eight hours of what we will!”

· Scabs are workers caked in to replace striking laborers 
· Police broke up a fight between workers and scabs, and some people were killed

· The next day, people were protesting the killings

· People blamed the Knights of Labor, and believed unions = violence 
Homestead Strike, 1892

· Carnegie’s partner, Frick, wanted to cut workers’ pay; they decided to strike

· Frick called in the Pinkertons, a security group to scare them away

· Violence again, made people think poorly of unions
Pullman Strike, 1894

· George Pullman issued a pay cut on railroad workers
· Debs and the ARU got involved, railway workers all over the country started to strike
· the workers got the Debs, and the ARU involved – so railway workers all over the country started to strike
· The government decided the mail is too important, so President Grover Cleveland sent federal troops to end the strike
· The Pullman Strike made it harder for future workers to strike 

Push Factors

· Civil War had destroyed farms; land was more and more expensive in the East

· Poor whites and African Americans didn’t have much opportunity in the South

· Failed biz people get 2nd chance

Pull Factors

Pacific Railway Act- government gave land (10% of US) grants to railroad companies; these lands were then sold to settlers next to railroads

Morrill Land-Grand Act- states received land, then can sell and use the money to start colleges
Homestead Act- American citizen, or immigrant filing for citizenship; 21 years old; receive 160 acres; must build a house; farm it for 5 years; live there half the year

Idea of private property
Life on the Great Plains- Plains Indians

· got horses from Spanish and got guns from Euros in the 1700s

· buffalos were mobile general store; everything on them was useful

· nomads- travel from place to place following available food sources

· rise of warrior Indian groups over settled Indian groups

Sand Creek Massacre

· Near Denver, Colorado, the Cheyenne - attacked white settlements

· Colorado governor called for a peace treaty, asked the NA to move to Sand Creek

· While camped there, US army attacked and killed 150-500 people (women/children)

The Battle of Little Bighorn

· Dakota territory - South Dakota
· This area was a Sioux reservation, and very sacred to them
· someone found gold there, government wanted to buy the land, but Sioux said disagreed
· 1876 - Custer was sent to defeat them; he underestimated the NA and his troops were defeated, but government sent more troops to crush Sioux

Wounded Knee

· Ghost Dance were sacred to NA, but Americans thought they were crazy
· Sitting Bull was shot, and his people surrendered, but someone fired a shot and a massacre ensued.

Assimilation and Dawes Act
· NA need to be “civilized” - give up traditions, way of life, dress, and religion 
· Dawes Act dismantled the NA concept of shared land by dividing reservation land into individual plots; NA could then become US citizens; but the act failed because they were not farmable and the NA didn’t want to farm

After the government opened the Indian Territory, boomers staked claims on almost 2 million acres, but the best lands were taken by sooners, who had sneaked past the government officials earlier to mark their claims.

Mining

Gold rush in Nevada, Colorado, and Dakotas, but once the surface mining was complete, large corporations would come in a drill for gold underground.

Cattle

· Cattles from Spanish, ranching methods from Mexicans, most famous Texas Longhorn
· led to destruction of buffalos due to popular and profitable hunting
· removal of NA and buffalos to gain land

· cow towns rose for transportation of cattle, but later people came to settle in cow towns
Cowboys

· Chisholm Trail (from southern Texas to Oklahoma), had to cross the Red River and face NA which was dangerous

· Had to get up early, danger of stamped

· Cowboys became unifying national hero, neither Union nor Confederate; individualism, defiance to authority; heroism and bravery
· barbed wires made cowboys decline
Hardships for Settlers

· dugouts, places dug from a cave, and soddies, houses made of mud and sods

· snakes, insects, locusts

· unsteady crop prices made many lose money; many had to go back 

· men had to work the field, a lot of walking everyday

· women took care of and educate the kids and household businesses

Dry farming- planting crops that do not require a great deal of water

Turner thesis- frontier played a key role in forming the American character (social mobility, adventure, individual self-improvement, and commitment to democracy)
Free silver- unlimited coining of silver dollars to increase the money supply

Ending silver as a monetary standard would depress farm prices.

The Grange- an organization to help farmers form cooperatives and pressure state legislators to regulate businesses on which farmers depended.

Populists

· The People’s Party - a new party founded by members of Farmers’ Alliances
· Increased circulation of money 
· Free silver

· Progressive income tax - more you make, more you pay

· Government ownership of communications and transportation systems 
· 8 hour workday, no Pinketons, and accept African Americans

Legacy

· McKinley raised the tariff 
· In 1900, a lot of gold was found, so the gold standard made more sense

· To farmer’s surprise, food prices went up

· The free silver movement died

· But, populism gave people new ideas about government

William Jennings Bryan
· Ran for president in 1896
· Gave a very famous speech - “Cross of Gold”
· Pushed for populist ideas - especially free silver 

Gilded Age- a thin but glittery layer covered the poverty and corruption of the society
Credit Mobilier Scandal

Illegal manipulation of construction contracts for the Union Pacific Railroad that became a symbol of corruption after the American Civil War. The railroad's major stockholders created Credit Mobilier to divert its construction profits and gave or sold stock to influential politicians in return for favors. 

Spoils System
	Independents Opposition
	Hayes upset his fellow Republicans by fighting the spoils system.

	Half-breeds reformers
	Garfield was a half-breed, and was shot by Guiteau to let Arthur become the president.

	Stalwarts defenders
	Arthur’s reform: Pendleton Civil Service Act (created of a Civil Service Commission and stated that federal employees could not be required to contribute to campaign funds nor fired for political reason)


Blue laws- laws against immoral vice (drinking, gambling, etc.)
Cleveland

· He was known as Bourbon Democrat, supported big business

· He was not 100% Democratic – he favored tight money supply

· Like other Dems, he wanted railroad regulation and low tariffs 
· Rebates, partial refunds and different prices to favored customers
Interstate Commerce Act- Rates set by distance and no rebates or special deals

	· To escape religious persecution (pogrom, massacre of Jews)

· Poverty and foot shortage; look for a better life

· Promise of land: Homestead
	· Traveled in steerage (large open area beneath the ship’s deck)

· Settled in cities in the East and Midwest

· Went through quarantine (isolation to prevent diseases) in Ellis Island where they got separated from their family

· Due to language barrier and cultural differences, paid less and lived in ghettos

	· Chinese came for gold mining and to work on the Transcontinental Railroad

· Japanese worked on sugar plantations in Hawaii
	· Japanese were treated better

· Chinese were excluded, Japanese were restricted by later under Gentlemen’s Agreement restriction was gone

· Easy to come in, lived closer

Cities 
· Cities began to grow rapidly due to the influx of immigrants (30 million)
· At the same time, 11 million Americans left their farms and moved to the city
· African Americans were moving to cities to escape persecution and natural disasters
· Inventions: motorized transportation; elevated trains; cable car; subways; cars 
Living conditions
· tenements, low-cost apartment buildings designed to house as many families as the owner could pack in
· poverty, overcrowding, neglect; soot from coal in the air; rats and filth in the streets
· fire could spread really fast because of the buildings were concentrated and there was no ventilation system

· heat waves attracted diseases

· dumbbell tenement, narrow in the middle, and gap on either side forming air shafts to bring light and air to inside rooms

· reporter Jacob Riis reported to the public How the Other Half Lives; as a result, NY passed laws to improve tenements

Political machines- unofficial city organization designed to keep a particular group in power

Some people liked political machines because they improved the quality of the police force and city services, while others blamed them for taking advantage of the immigrants.

Charity

Social Gospel Movement- instead of blaming immigrants for drinking, gambling, and other behaviors, they sought to treat the problems that drove people to these activities
Prohibition

· Temperance Movement- eliminate alcohol consumption
· Prohibition- ban on manufacture and sale of alcoholic beverages

Niagara Movement- a group of Afro-Americans that called for full civil liberties, end of racial discrimination and recognition of human brotherhood


Yellow journalism- sectional news coverage, exaggerated news
Vaudeville- a kind of theatrical performance that grew out of minstrel shows
Jim Crow- segregation law

Voting Restrictions
Must own property or pay a poll tax- Difficult for most AAs to meet

Must pass a literacy test- Also very difficult to pass (weren’t taught to read)
Grandfather clauses- you can vote if you grandfather did; another restriction on AAs

Plesssy v. Ferguson

· Supreme Court said Jim Crow Laws are ok, as long as things are “separate but equal.” 
· 14th Amendment does not give “social equality, only political and civil.”
Lynching- murder of an accused person by a mob without a lawful trial

NAACP- to abolish segregation and discrimination, to oppose racism, and to gain civil rights for African Americans
Imperialism
· Economics- Raw materials, new markets

· Nationalism (devotion to one’s nation)- European competition 

· Military factors- naval advances, and need for bases

· Humanitarian factors- Spread western civilization and religion 
Seward’s Folly- purchase of Alaska from Russia to surround Canada and put pressure on Britain

Arguments for Expansion
· economic; banana republic- a Central American nation dominated by U.S. business interests
· security; Alfred T. Mahan (The Influence of Sea Power Upon History, 1660 – 1783)
· American Spirit; Turner’s Thesis; Theodore Roosevelt - no frontier = no American spirit 
· Social Darwinism

	Annexed by U.S. after Spanish-American War; U.S. soldiers remain there. 

	Cuba
	Unwillingness to intervene in Cuban rebellion, but under American destruction of sugar plantations, de Lome’s letter, and newspapers’ report (yellow journalism), U.S. moved the battleship U.S.S. Maine into Havana. War broke out after Spain failed to make Cuba independent. Roosevelt led Rough Riders in Cuba. Platt Amendment forbade Cuban government any foreign agreements, allowed U.S. to establish naval bases as needed on the island and rule as a de facto occupier 

	Puerto Rico
	After the Spanish-American War, maintained a military government there until 1900; established a civil government with the passage of the Foraker Act

	Hawaii
	1887 trade treaty; Pearl Harbor as a naval station; white Hawaiian-born planters controlled the government in 1887; removed monarch and annexed (join a new territory to an existing country) Hawaii in 1898.

	China
	Japan, and Europe sought spheres of influence (areas of economic and political control); wanted equal access to China’s consumers, open door


arbitration- the settlement of a dispute by a person or panel chosen to listen to both sides and come to a decision

jingoism- a feeling of national pride and desire for an aggressive foreign policy

	Foreign policy after the Spanish-American War

	Panama Canal
	· Encouraged revolution in Panama and made it independent
· Global shipping much faster and cheaper
· Canal constructed under concession- a grant for a piece of land in exchange for a promise to use the land for a purpose

· Ill will among Latin Americans toward the U.S.

	Big Stick Diplomacy
	· Roosevelt Corollary- denial of U.S. desire of any more territory and assertion of the rights to intervene

· Increased U.S. influence in Latin America

· Made peace in Asia

	Dollar Diplomacy
	· Intended to maintain Open Door to China and maintain Latin American stability

· Not profitable, lost money

· Created enemies in Caribbean and Central America

	Moral Diplomacy
	· Involved in the U.S. in the Mexican Revolution for moral reasons

· Brought united opposition and terrorism from Mexico

· America lost financial interests in Mexico and U.S. investment got curbed


	Pro-Imperialism
	Anti-Imperialism

	· Offers new frontier for American imagination and spirit

· Gains access to foreign markets

· Shows the military advantage of U.S. (Great White Fleet- the gleaming white ships as to demonstrate the nation’s impressive naval power to other nations)
	· Rejects the foundation of American ideas and democracy

· Does not entitle the people in these territories as U.S. citizens

· Should not admit other races than WASP, racism 

· Taxation, debt and compulsory (required) military service to maintain the armed forces in territories


Muckraker
· someone too busy raking muck on earth to look up and see heaven 
· exposed serious issues: political corruption and corporate abuse

Goals of the Progressives
· Govt. should be more accountable to its citizens
· Govt. should reduce power and influence of rich

· Govt. should have more power to improve lives of citizens

· Govt. should be more efficient and less corrupt 

Origins
· older reform issues, such as: nativism; prohibition; purity crusades; electoral reform; charity reform; social gospel philosophy; settlement houses 
· came as a result of the challenges from the second industrial revolution, from northeast 
· Upton Sinclair- wrote the book The Jungle which revealed the disgust of meat packing

Aftermath of the Triangle Shirtwaist Company 
· Compulsory fire drills; unlocked and fire proofed exits

· Automatic sprinklers; workplace protections

· 16th- federal income tax

Square Deal- aimed at helping middle class citizens and involved attacking and bad trusts while at the same time protecting business from the extreme demands of organized labor
Taft Presidency
· Payne-Aldrich Tariff Act- some reduction but some increase in protective tariff

· Ballinger-Pinchot Affair- Taft appointed Ballinger as Secretary of Interior, who sided with business interests that sought unrestricted development of land.

· Republican Party split
· Roosevelt came back and campaigned for Progressive candidates for 1910 midterm elections

· New Nationalism- business regulation, welfare laws, workplace protection of women and children, income and inheritance taxes, and voting reform

· Bull Moose Party- tariff reduction, women’s suffrage, more regulation of business, child labor ban, 8-hour workday, federal workers’ compensation system, direct election of senators

· reserved publicans and brought antitrust suits, supported Children’s Bureau, regulated of telephone and telegraph rates

Wilson Presidency

· reduced tariff from 40% to 25%; federal income tax

· Clayton Antitrust Act- strengthened Sherman Antitrust Act by specifying activities that businesses could not do (price cutting, rebates, monopolies, etc.)

· Federal Trade Commission- cease and desist the practice of unfair business tactics 

· Federal Reserve System- divided the country in 12 districts each with a Federal Reserve bank as the central bank for its region; member banks could borrow money from the Federal Reserve to meet short-term demands, in order to prevent bank failures during panics; national currency which enabled Federal Reserve to expand or contract the amount of currency in circulation according to economic needs

· elected Brandeis, the first Jew, to the Supreme Court

Suffrage

· Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Susan B. Anthony

· Civil disobedience- nonviolent refusal to obey a laws in an effort to change it

· Publication of The Revolution

· Hoped to get (1) constitutional amendments (2) state legislation
· National American Women Suffrage Association (NAWSA)
· New generation: Congressional Union and Alice Paul
· Aggressive, militant campaign for the constitutional amendment

· Protested in front of White House

· World War I made the country realize the importance of women and need for equality

· 19th Amendment- women suffrage
Causes of WWI: imperialism, militarism, nationalism, alliances 
Central Powers: Germany and Austria-Hungary
Allies: Russia, Serbia, France, Britain
American and steps to war
· Wilson proclaimed neutrality in order to protect overseas trade 
· The Preparedness Movement (National Security League) believed that American would eventually join, so be ready
· Many Americans preferred to stay out of war but Germany made that difficult to do: U-Boat which Americans believed to be uncivilized 
· One reason that American opinion of the Germany was so low was because the British cut the transatlantic cable between Germany and America. This meant that all news about the war came from London, who used propaganda to encourage American support 

· Sussex Pledge- Germany would warn and let passengers evacuate before sinking
· Zimmerman Note- Germany told Mexico it would give them US land if they attacked the US
European Front
· Selective Service Act- many people signed up because this was the last war that would end all wars, women signed up to become volunteers
· American Expeditionary Force- American troops in Europe
Home Front
· Liberty bonds- special war bonds to support the Allied cause
· Price controls & rationing 

· Daylight savings time- turn the clocks ahead one hour for the summer to increase the number of daylight hours available for work
· Forbade sedition- speech or action that encourages rebellion 
Summary of the Fourteen Points
1. No interlocking agreements, all treaties should be public.
2. Free access to the sea 

3. Free trade

4. Everybody’s disarmament, only for national defense
5. Self-determination 
6. League of Nations formed. 
Republicans opposed Wilson because they feared Article 10 would drag the country into war.
Treaty of Versailles
· Asked Germany for reparation which was astronomically high
· Creation of new countries caused more tensions
· Europe only wanted to punish Germany, Versailles was a humiliation to Germany
