Diaspora
the dispersion of Jews outside of Israel from the sixth century B.C., when they were exiled to Babylonia, until the present time
Zionism- the ideology which believes Jewish people should have their own state. The Land of Israel was promised to the Jewish people by God, according to the Bible.
World Zionist Organization- founded by Theodore Herzl; was created to serve as the organizational framework for the Zionist movement(creating Jewish homeland in Israel); open to all Jews
Balfour Declaration
- promised the establishment of a homeland for the Jewish people in Palestine that would not disturb the non-Jewish groups already residing there. 
- a mandate over Palestine after World War I and hoped to win over Jewish public opinion to the side of the Allies. 
- protect the approaches to the Suez Canal, a vital link to Britain's South Asian possessions.
Jerusalem- eastern sector under Jordanian control and western sector Israeli control, considered a holy city to Jews(Judaism), Muslims(Islam), and Christians(Christianity)
1936-1938 Arab Revolt- a uprising by Arabs in Palestine against British colonial rule and mass Jewish immigration
Pan-Arabism- Nationalist notion of cultural and political unity among Arab countries. Its origins lie in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, when increased literacy led to a cultural and literary renaissance among Arabs of the Middle East.
Arab League- An association of Arab states established in 1945 to promote cooperation among member nations in matters relating to economic and social development and foreign policy.
The 1st Arab-Israeli War(1948)
- began when Israel declared itself an independent state following the United Nations' partition of Palestine. 
- five Arab countries — Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Lebanon, and Syria — attacked Israel. 
- The conflict ended with Israel gaining considerable territory.
Suez Crisis(1956)
- began when Egyptian President Gamel Nasser nationalized the Suez Canal during the construction of the Aswan Dam. 
- A French, British, and Israeli coalition attacked Egypt and occupied the canal zone but soon withdrew under international pressure
The 6-Day War(1967)
- Israel, fearing an Arab attack, launched a preemptive strike against the three Arab states(Egypt, Syria, Jordan). 
- Israeli forces captured the Sinai Peninsula, Gaza Strip, West Bank of the Jordan River, Old City of Jerusalem, and the Golden Heights. 
- From then on, successive Israeli governments have promoted the settlement (colonization) of the West Bank and Gaza Strip by Israeli citizens, also known as the West Banks Settlements. 
Golda Meir
- In 1921 immigrated to Palestine, emerged as a forceful negotiator with British authorities during WW2
- served in the parliament and held the posts of minister of labour and foreign minister.
- sought diplomatic solutions to ease the region's tensions. 
- The failure of her government to anticipate an Arab attack during the Yom Kippur War led her to resign six months later.
Arafat and PLO
- formed in 1964 to centralize the leadership of various groups. 
- After the Six-Day War of 1967, the PLO promoted a distinctively Palestinian agenda. 
- In 1969 Yasir Arafat became its chairman. 
- From the late 1960s the PLO engaged in guerrilla attacks on Israel from bases in Jordan. 
- The PLO's attacks on Jewish citizens, most notably the killing of 11 Israeli athletes at the 1972 Munich Olympics, gave Arafat a worldwide reputation as a terrorist leader. 
- In 1974 Arafat advocated limiting PLO activity to direct attacks against Israel, and the Arab community recognized the PLO as the sole legitimate representative of all Palestinians. 
Mahmoud Abbas

- selected by Yasser Arafat to be the first Palestinian Prime Minister. Abbas, the PLO Secretary General
- a central figure in peace negotiations with Israel which climaxed with the signing of the 1993 Oslo Accord
Nasser
- an army officer who led the military Junta that deposed Egypt's King Farouk in 1952. 

- remembered for his ambitious attempt to modernize Egypt and create a secular Arab empire 
- promoted the construction of the Aswan High Dam. He died in office in 1970 and was succeeded by Anwar Sadat.
Anwar Sadat
- He led Egypt during the Yom Kippur War (1973) against Israel. 
- reversed many of Nasser's socialist policies and attempted to garner the support of the country's Islamists.
- In 1977 he went to Jerusalem to offer peace to Israel, and in 1979 he concluded a peace treaty, the Camp David Accords.

Yom Kippur War(1973)- combined forces from Egypt and Syria attacked Israel with the aim of regaining territory lost to Israel in 1967(The Six-Day War). US supported Israel and USSR supported the Arabs. 
Camp David Accords(1978)
- Two agreements reached between Israel and Egypt with the help of U.S. President Jimmy Carter. 
- created a framework for negotiations to arrive at a peace treaty between Egypt and Israel, formally ending some 30 years of war; led to the return of the Sinai Peninsula, occupied by Israel in the Six-Day War (1967), to Egypt. 
- created a framework for a broader peace in the region that included a plan for Palestinian self-rule in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. 
Intifada- An uprising among Palestinian Arabs of the Gaza Strip and West Bank, beginning in late 1987 and continuing sporadically into the early 1990s, in protest against continued Israeli occupation of these territories.
Hamas- founded in 1987, Militant Palestinian Islamic movement, dedicated to the destruction of Israel and the creation of a Palestinian Islamic state. Its leadership comes from the Palestinian branch of the Muslim Brotherhood.
Oslo Accords
- In 1993, a secret discussion between the government of the state of Israel and the PLO 
- granted self-government to Palestinians in the Israeli-occupied Gaza Strip and West Bank
- while Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin and PLO Chairman Yasir Arafat shook hands, a historic gesture. 
- In September 1995, the Oslo Accords expanded Palestinian self-rule by the withdrawal of the Israeli military from six large West Bank cities. The Israeli Army was replaced by Palestinian police forces, and elections for a Palestinian Counsel were held in 1996, during which Yasir Arafat was elected.
French Union
- it was the idea of Charles de Gaulle

- it allowed for a transition period to self rule

- it provided former colonies with economic aid and military aid

- most African leaders accepted it and became members

Algerian War of Independence- An important decolonization war, it was a complex conflict characterized by guerrilla warfare, terrorism against civilians, use of torture on both sides and counter-terrorism operations by the French Army
Kemal Ataturk- military and political leader who transformed what was left of the Ottoman Empire into modern Turkey. He pursued a policy of Westernization and secularization, in which Western styles of dress and appellation were made mandatory, seclusion of women was abolished, and the legal and educational system was overhauled.
Khomeini and Iranian Revolution
- Khomeini was expelled from Iran in 1963 for speaking out against the shah’s reforms. 
- the shah was a secularist, making civil law the foundation of the society. 
- In 1979 the Muslim clerics began a mass revolution against the shah, Khomeini was among them. He created the Iranian Islamic Republic, focusing on religious purity, restoring the Muslim law and faith throughout the Muslim world. 
- ordered the execution of the Indian writer Salman Rushdie for having published the novel The Satanic Verses, judged sacrilegious and blasphemous to the Muslim faith.
- had a war with neighboring Iraq; mainly due to the conflicts over religion, government(secularist vs. fundamentalist) and oil
Saddam Hussein
- joined the revolutionary Baath party (Arab political party, in Syria and in Iraq. Its main ideological objectives are secularism, socialism, and pan-Arab unionism. Founded in Damascus in 1941 and reformed, with the name Ba'ath, in the early 1950s, it rapidly achieved political power in Syria.) 
- in 1958, rose in the ranks after a Baath coup, and by 1979 was Iraq's president and de facto dictator
- led Iraq through a decade-long war with Iran, and in August of 1990 his forces invaded the neighboring country of Kuwait. Though justified that Kuwait was historically part of Iraq, the invasion was presumed to be motivated by Iraq's desire to acquire Kuwait's rich oil fields and expand its power in the region. A U.S.-led alliance ran Hussein's forces out of Kuwait in the Gulf War, which ended in February of 1991 with Saddam still in power. 
- When Iraqi forces left Kuwait, they exploded all the country’s eight hundred oil wells. Enormous oil fires fouled the atmosphere of the region for nearly a year before being completely extinguished. (aka Kuwait Oil Fires) 

OPEC
- An organization consisting of the world's major oil-exporting nations, OPEC was founded in 1960 to coordinate the petroleum policies of its members and to provide member states with technical and economic aid. 
- a cartel that aims to manage the supply of oil in an effort to set the price of oil on the world market, in order to avoid fluctuations that might affect the economies of both producing and purchasing countries.
Taliban
- meaning students, arose after the Soviet withdrawal after Afghan War. 
- In 1994 – 95, the Taliban extended its control in Afghanistan from a single city to more than half the country 

- captured Kabul and instituted a strict Islamic regime. By 1999, the Taliban controlled most of Afghanistan but failed to win international recognition of its regime because of its harsh social policies — which included the almost complete removal of women from public life — and its role as a haven for Islamic extremists. 

- an extremist, Osama bin Laden, the expatriate Saudi Arabian leader of Al-Qaeda, a network of Islamic militants that had engaged in numerous acts of terrorism. The Taliban's refusal to extradite bin Laden to the U.S. following the September 11 attacks in 2001 prompted the U.S. to attack Taliban and Al-Qaeda forces in Afghanistan, driving the former from power and sending the leaders of both groups into hiding.
	Mau Mau Uprising

- took place in what was to become Kenya
- led by Jomo Kenyatta

- led by the Kikuyu people

- involved many tribes on one side or the other

- it was against the British
	Gold Coast 

- the leader of the Nationalists was Kwame Khrumah

	- GDP comes from oil, agriculture, and services
	- government has been very unstable in the past as it has been switching constantly between military regimes and "democratic" systems. Recently, it has become more democratically stable. 
- good international relations- cooperated with organizations to help maintain peace in its region 

- the oil policy is one of the main reasons the government is so unstable. 
	- has one of the largest numbers of people living with HIV worldwide, but with only little help from government
- free, government-supported education, but attendance is not compulsory at any level, certain groups such as nomads and the handicapped are under-served.

-  literacy rate is one of the highest in Africa

-  the indigenous system, the Quranic schools, and formal European-style educational institutions, existed in Nigeria in 1990. 

- low life expectancy and high infant mortality
	- Most populous country in Africa, composed of more than 250 ethnic groups 

- Abuse against minorites still present, however, human rights situation improved considerably after end of military rule in 1998

- inter-ethnic violence and corruption
- Large human rights community in country and government less likely to interfere with groups that are not publicly critical of the government

	Kenya
	- inflation led to the government’s control on production, foreign exchange, and imports. 

- market-based economy, with a few state-owned enterprises, maintains a liberalized external trade system. 

- strong financial, communication and transportation services. 

- increase of tourism and technology, many foreign tourists and modifications of agriculture brought a good amount of income to the country. 

- unemployment rate 40%
	- HIV/AIDS, malaria, tuberculosis, etc.

- high literacy rate; a comprehensive educational system
	- diverse ethnic groups and religions

- there are some ethnic tension, like many smaller tribes become marginalized.

- poor human rights, but improved a lot: abuse by police and security forces, assaults and violence against women, tribal discrimination favoritism, freedom of movement. Religion and Associations are respected.
