Women’s Changing Roles

· Flappers- new type of young women: rebellious, energetic, fun-loving, and bold

· Lifestyle- shorter dresses and hair, heavy makeup, drinking, smoking

· Working and voting- more women worked, but many jobs were still closed to or prejudiced against women; most women didn’t vote because they lacked interest 

Mass Media led to the rise of national culture

· Silent film era characterized by Charlie Chaplin; 1927 sound film was introduced

· Tabloids like yellow journalism captured readers with large headlines on fashion, sports and sensational stories about crimes and scandals

· Number of radio stations and audiences grew

Babe Ruth was a legendary baseball player.
Jazz spirit- improvisation, energetic, mixed; only in America could this happen

Lost Generation- disconnected from country and values

Harlem Renaissance

· Awakening and blossoming of African American literature and culture 
· Wrote and thought about what it meant to be black in America

Prohibition

· Prohibition led to the rise of bootleggers, speakeasies, organized crime, violence
· Al Capone, the biggest mob gangster, arrested for tax evasion

· isolationism- peace; no treaty
· Kellogg-Briand Pact: didn’t work because of lack of enforcement


Consumer Economy

· a large amount of spending by consumers: Increased spending ( larger profits ( increased wages ( even more spending

· Installment plans (purchase with credits)- consumers could now buy with partial payments at set intervals to pay off their debts

Ford and Automobile

· Model T – improved vehicle

· assembly- mass production of cars decreased prices and increased productivity

· Mobility; sparked other industries (gas stations, car repair stores, etc.)
Pre-Economic Depression

· Stock market was prospering and Americans sought the chance to get into the stock market for more money. Unfortunately most Americans only made enough to get by. 80% of American families had no savings and they speculated too much

· Too many supplies and too little demands ( industries slow down production

· Farmers speculated to expand their lands by taking out loans from banks. 

The Stock Market Crash

Stock prices rose ( more money deposited in stock market ( many speculators sell at high prices ( decrease in confidence ( people wanted to draw their money out ( prices fall ( to such a low point that the market crashed

Business cycle- expansion(peak(contraction(trough(expansion again

Underlying Causes of the Great Depression

· An unstable economy- most of the money was in the hands of a few, who invested or saved, but others didn’t have money to keep consuming 

· Overspeculation- buying stock because it will be worth more later

· Govt. Policies- low interest rates, then reduced money

Social Effects

· Hoovervilles- shelters of the homeless people

· The Dust Bowl- drought ( dust storms ( farmland failure

· penny auctions​- bid mere pennies on land and machines auctioned by the banks in order to help their struggling neighbors
Hoover

· Voluntary action, such as maintaining the wages, failed

· Agricultural Marketing Act, created to stabilize the price of farm crops, failed

· Hawley-Smoot tariff failed: Europe put tariff on the US; international trade slowed down

· Construction of Hoover Dam to create jobs

· Reconstruction Finance Corporation gave government credit to a number of institutions and enabled government to lend money to banks

· Home Loan Bank Act saved homeowners and farmers their homes and farms

· Bonus Army- WWI veterans asking for their pension bonus promised for 1945

New Deal

· Securities and Exchange Commission regulate the purchase of stock on margin

· Public works programs, government-funded projects to build public facilities

· Civilian Conservation Corps put men to maintain forests, beaches, and parks

· Tennessee Valley Authority created jobs and cheap electric power.
· Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation provides insurance to prevent bank failures
· Social security system- old aged pensions and survivors’ benefits; unemployment insurances; aid for dependent children, the blind, and the disabled.
Criticisms on New Deal

· American Liberty League (Democrats) charged the ND with limiting individual freedom in an unconstitutional, “un-American” manner.
· Demagogues (Father Coughlin and Huey Long) manipulate people by deception and scare
· Deficit spending, paying out more money than received in revenue
Fascism- one race superior, totalitarian government or leader

Mussolini in Italy- dictatorship in Italy to restore order 

Hitler in Germany

· Germany, Italy, and Japan formed the Axis Powers
· When Germany expanded, Britain gave in to keep the peace (appeasement)

· German blitzkrieg (fast, concentrated air and land attack) to take over Poland.

U.S. involvement in WW2
· Congress prevented international involvement by passing Neutrality Acts. 
· Cash and carry policy, trading nonmilitary goods with fighting nations.
· Lend-Lease Act authorized the President to aid any nation whose defense he believed was vital to American security.
· After Japan launched a surprise-attack on Pearl Harbor, U.S. got into WW2.
· Americans served as soldiers, sailors, and pilots, called themselves Government Issue (GI).
· Women were used in almost all areas except combat
· Daylight precision bombing was the major strategy used, accurate but also dangerous.
· War Production Board converted peacetime industries to war production.

· Office of War Mobilization served as a super agency in the centralization of resources. 

· Victory garden was a home vegetable garden planted to add to the home food supply and replace farm produce sent to feed the soldiers.
· D-Day began the invasion of Western Europe began. Allies landed in France.

· Battle of the Coral Sea cost both sides more than half their planes and prevented Japan from invading Australia

· Island-hopping, selectively attacking specific enemy-held islands and bypassing others. 
· Japanese used kamikazes (suicide places) in the Battle of the Leyte Gulf
· Battles of Iwo Jima and Okinawa were the bloodiest war on the Pacific. 

· Atomic bombs, (Manhattan Project), were dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki
Social impact

· In 1941, jobs and training programs were opened to all Americans without discrimination because of race, creed, color, or national origin.
· Fair Employment Practices Committee was set up to hear complaints about job discrimination in defense industries and government

· Congress of Racial Equality believed in using nonviolent techniques to end racism. Their efforts paved the way for the civil rights movement.

· Japanese Americans, were interned, or confined in camps in remote areas far from the coast. They faced legal challenges as they were segregated. 

Cold War
· Containment- resist Soviets attempts to form Communist governments elsewhere
· Truman Doctrine- U.S. would support countries threatened by communism
· Berlin Airlift- Germany is divided, Berlin is isolated, Americans send supplies through air
· NATO vs. Warsaw Pact- collective security
· HUAC (House of un-American Activities Committee)
· investigate Communist infiltration of government agencies and Hollywood
· Hollywood Ten were cited for contempt of Congress because they denied investigation
· McCarthyism- anticommunist smear tactics used to eliminate political rivals
· ICBM- intercontinental continental ballistic missiles
· USSR launched Sputnik which scared the American and thus began the space race
· Brinksmanship is to push dangerous events, like nuclear weapon, to the verge of disaster
Life in the 1950s
· Conglomerate- corporation made up of many unrelated businesses so that if one business fails the other can support the company
· Franchise-contracts to offer certain goods and services from a larger parent company
· Per capita income and gross national product more than doubled
· More people watch TV; TV shows are mostly about happy family
· More people took up white-collar jobs, number of blue-collar labor force decreases
· More babies were born; Levitt houses were mass-produced in suburbs. 
· Interstate highways were built; cities and states were connected; car industry rose
Mood in the 1950s

· Youth culture- teenagers go to school, more parties, fraternities and sororities
· Religion- communism is godless, more people looked to religion to find hope
· Married women got more jobs than single
· Rock-n-roll grew out of rhythm-and blues with driving beats and simple melodies. 
Domestic Politics
· Reconversion- economic transition from wartime to peacetime
· 22nd Amendment- no person can be elected as President more than twice
· Eisenhower’s Modern Republicanism intended to be conservative when it comes to money, liberal when it comes to human beings. Eisenhower favored big business.
· NASA was an independent agency set up for space exploration
· National Defense Education Act improved science and math instruction in the schools
Civil Rights
· Board v. Board of Education declared that the “separate but equal” doctrine was unconstitutional and could not be applied to public education
· Montgomery bus boycott- Rosa Parks broke the segregation of buses. MLK initiated a march without riding buses. This gave rise to peaceful protest.

· Little Rock Nine were the first nine students who attended the school that was just integrated
· Congress of Racial Equality was dedicated to peaceful confrontation.
· Southern Christian Leadership Conference was led by MLK, through nonviolent protest.
· Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee was a student civil rights organization which believed that the NAACP and SCLC were not keeping up with the demands of young AAs.
· Sit-in protesters simply sat down and refused to leave
· Freedom Rides were designed to whether southern states would obey the Supreme Court ruling. The nation watched on news about the violence they encountered in the South.
· Supreme Court ruled that Ole Miss (University of Mississippi) would admit an African American veteran, but state government refused. Federal marshals were sent.
· MLK led protests in Birmingham, the city with the most AAs yet most segregated. MLK was arrested but wrote From Birmingham Jail which claimed that “Wait” means “Never”.
· In March on Washington, 200000 people called for jobs and freedom. The march was peaceful and orderly. MLK delivered the speech “I Have a Dream”.
· Civil Rights Act of 1964- same voter standards, no discrimination in public accommodations, no discrimination in publicly-funded programs; no discrimination in jobs
· Under the Voting Rights Act of 1965, federal officials could register voters in places where local officials were blocking registration by AAs.
· 24th Amendment- outlawed poll tax
· Malcolm X joined the Nation of Islam which preached black separation and self-help.
· Malcolm X changed his last name because it was an oppressive white name.
· Black power called to unite, to recognize heritage, to build a sense of community
· Black panthers- power flows from the barrel of a gun
Kennedy’s New Frontier
· Economics- tax cut, price control, equal pay; assist the poor, improve the economy
· A bunch of executive orders
· Space program to keep up the arms race with USSR
Foreign Policy

· Bay of Pigs invasion in Cuba was a failure and humiliation, began the Cuban Missile Crisis 

LBJ and his Great Society
· He appointed Supreme Court Justice Earl Warren to set up the Warren Commission to investigate the assassination. Oswald was found guilty, but it could be a conspiracy.
· Johnson’s treatment- nose-to-nose intimidation
· Head start- preschool program for children from low-income families
· Medicare provides low-cost medical insurance and hospital to 65 and older
· Medicaid provides low-cost healthy insurance to poor Americans who couldn’t afford
Feminism- the theory of political, economic, and social equality of men and women
· National Organization for Women (NOW) asked for equal employment and pay
· Roe v. Wade struck down state regulation of abortion because it’s a private matter
· Equal Rights Amendment (ERA)- equality of rights under law not denied on account of sex; however, it didn’t become law
· Phyllis Schlafly believed that the women’s rights movement might take away certain rights, such as the right to be a wife, the right to go to a single-sex college, exemption from military service, and alimony.
Counterculture- valued youth, spontaneity, and individuality; changes
· Largest generation in American history, the baby boomers
· Colorful and flamboyant clothes, free sex, free drugs; didn’t create violence, didn’t die out
· Woodstock festival- 1969 musical festival, very peaceful and phenomenal
· Some people criticized it because they represented a rejection of morals and honored values
Response to Vietnam War
· Gulf of Tonkin Resolution- U.S. entered the war after an attack on U.S. warship near Vietnam, but could be a setup like USS Maine in Spanish-American War.
· 26th Amendment- minimum voting age 18 years old
· Conscientious objectors opposed fighting in the war on moral or religious grounds
· College students could receive a deferment, an official postponement of their call to serve.
The End of the War
· Nixon called for Paris peace talks but failed to produce an agreement
· Nixon announced a new policy Vietnamization, gradually removing American forces and replacing them with South Vietnamese soldiers
· Silent majority were the normal Americans, Nixon said the silent majority cannot be overcome by the vocal groups
Nixon

· Strong executive with close circle of trusted advisors
· John Ehrlichman, Henry Kissinger, and H.R. Haldeman were his close staff members

· Inflation had doubled because of rising spending for the Vietnam War
· Nixon began deficit spending, spending more than the revenue to stimulate the economy
· Because U.S. backed Israel in the Arab War, Arab members of Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) imposed an embargo (ban) on the U.S. oil shipping
· New Federalism, states would assume greater responsibility for the well-being of their own citizens. A series of “revenue-sharing” bills granted federal funds to state governments.
· Southern strategy- a middle ground between integration and segregation, limit busing but loosen the voting rights of blacks
· Nixon reshaped the Supreme Court into more conservative
· Realpolitik- practical politics, decisions based on maintaining their own strength rather than following moral principles
· Henry Kissinger as Secretary of State
· Détente- relaxation of tensions between U.S. and China and USSR
· After the Ping-Pong diplomacy, Kissinger and Nixon met Mao Zedong and Zhou Enlai in China, recognizing the Communist government. Taiwan lost its seat in the UN to China. Chinese friendship is a bargaining chip in negotiation with USSR.
· The Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty (SALT 1) included a five-year agreement that froze the number of ICBMs and SLBMs and restricted the development and deployment of ABMs
· Watergate Scandal
· Nixon installed wiretaps to the telephones to listen to their conversation and strategy
· A bunch of plumbers (spies) broke in to the Watergate building, but was found out.
· Congress decided to impeach him, Nixon resigned.
Ford pardoned Nixon, but encountered stagflation (unemployment and inflation at the same time)
Carter
· Deregulation- the reduction or removal of government controls in several industries
· Energy issues: tax sales of inefficient cars, alternative fuels, tax credits for solar energy
· Amnesty, or pardon, to those who had evaded the drafting during the Vietnam War

· Affirmative action- policy that gives special consideration to women and minority groups to make up for the discrimination
· Camp David Accords before Israel and Egypt
· Iran’s monarch fell, American citizens there were held hostage. While Carter tried to solve the problem diplomatically, but Reagan was threatening the Iranian government.
Evolution of Conservatism

1934- American Liberty League is founded to defend conservative values of private property.
1937- Roosevelt’s attempt to “pack” the Supreme Court caused the conservatives to backslash.
1952- Dwight Eisenhower was elected as a moderate Republican.
1964- Barry Goldwater runs on a conservative platform but loses to Johnson.
1973- Supreme Court angers social conservatives with its decision to legalize abortion
1980- Conservative Republicans sweep the historic election—Regan becomes the President.
Reagan
· Reagan Democrats- democratic, blue-collar workers who tended to vote Republican
· New Right: cut govt. spending, Christian values 
· Reagan Revolution
· Slashing taxes (from 70% to 28%)
· Eliminating unnecessary govt. spending

· Building up the military

· Supply side economics
· Trickle Down Theory
· Keynesian theory was to let people consume more by creating jobs, more demand
· cut taxes to businesses, to let them invest it in their companies, more supply
· The more a business spends on following government rules, the less they can spend on new factories; thus Reagan deregulated the energy, transportation, and banking industries
· USSR can’t keep with U.S. economically, so focus on military build up to exhaust them
· The S & L Scandal- Savings and Loan banks made bad loans
· Iran-Contra Affair- sold weapons to Iran in exchange for American hostages held by Lebanon, took the money and gave it to Contras in Nicaragua
