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Europeans gain wealth

· Treaty of Tordesillas- drawing an imaginary line of demarcation, dividing the unconquered land into two. Spain was to rule over lands west of the line, including most of the Americas. Portugal would control the rest, including Brazil and the sea route around Africa
· To supply the American foods that Europeans demanded, Portugal and Spain established plantations, or large farming operations that produced crops not for their own use but for sale, the cash crops. This encouraged slavery, because they were cheap and more suitable to work in harsh environments than European indentured servants.
· Triangular trade- slaves from Africa to America (Middle Passage), goods from America to Europe, settlers from Europe to America. 
	Spanish Pattern of Conquest
	Motivation

· Spread Catholicism- felt called by God

· Was emboldened by Spain’s success in driving out Muslims, wanted to bypass Muslim trade routes

· Spain wanted to trump Portugal
Ideas and systems

· Intermarried and assimilated the existing culture

· Encomienda, a system similar to feudalism; Spanish were lords, Natives Americans were serfs

· Most of the Spanish colonies survived because of the missionaries, who also followed the Spanish pattern of conquest by forcing the locals to accept European norms

	English pattern of conquest
	· They didn’t not try to blend cultures the way the Spanish did, instead they tried to remake the Irish. For English, it was all or nothing. The same thing happened to the Native Americans

Bacon’s Rebellion

· Indentured servants against rich farmers. In 1676, Nathaniel Bacon raised an army to attack the Native Americans, and was declared a rebel. 
· It was important because first it showed that the frontier settlers were frustrated with a government concerned only about the interests of a small group of wealthy planters, and it showed that the poorer colonists were unwilling to tolerate such a government.

	French pattern of conquest
	· Didn’t develop their colonies very extensively, instead along waterways

· They also tried to spread Catholicism, but didn’t expect the Native Americans to take on their culture; they were free to pick and choose. They intermarried to promote trade, relations, etc.


Different types of colonies

· Charter- certificate or permission to found a colony

· Joint stock company- a company funded by a group of investors who share in profits and losses.

· Royal- governed by a governor appointed by the king
· Mercantilism- a theory that a country should try to accumulate and keep as much bullion as possible. Mercantilism also discouraged trade because if you trade too much with others, they will have an advantage

· Balance of trade- the difference in value between imports and exports, should show more exports than imports

· Mercantilism affected European’s views on colonies; a colony was a place to do trade with, without losing your gold, and a place to acquire raw materials. Colonies were perfect places for exploitation and utilization.

· The Navigation Act- forbidding free trade with other countries. If a colony wants to buy from or sell to other countries, they had to pay a duty, or tax. This discouraged international trade and encouraged trade between the colonies and their parent countries. This changed the relations between European countries, as they began to fight over colonies.

Economies

· South- staple crops, crops that are in constant demand, for sale, such as rice and tobacco

· Middle- mixture of farming(wheat, barley, rye) and commerce (merchants, traders, craftspeople)

· New England- triangular trade, trade between three points in the Atlantic World, the Americas, Europe, and Africa

Society

· Gentry, men or women wealthy enough to hire others to work for them, dress themselves apart by wearing wigs and fancy suits, stockings, dresses and hats

· Craftsmen and artisans; farmers; indentured servants (under contract to an employer, in exchange for their ocean transportation and other necessities)
The Great Awakening

· It held the idea that any Christian could have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ; faith and sincerity, instead of wealth and education, were the major requirements for understanding the Bible.

· When Methodists and Baptists claimed that individuals could act on their own faith, without relying on a minister or other authority, they were indirectly attacking the idea that some people were better than others.

French and Indian War

Causes- both claimed some of the same territory- the upper Ohio River Valley
Results- Treaty of Paris, giving all French land (present day Canada and everything west of the Mississippi) to England, and trading Cuba to Spain for Florida

Complaints from Americans
· The British applied outdated tactics, standing still and shoot. That upset a lot of Americans.
· Also, the colonists were forced to either pay for the troops housing, or to give them their houses and buildings.
· American officers were considered inferior to British officers

· The Americans felt like they had the right to push west, on their own and without the British control

· The Proclamation of 1763, closing the region west of the Appalachian Mountains to all settlements by colonists.
· The British government was in huge debt after the war. So they taxed more on the Americans. 
Stamp Act- the first direction taxation of colonists, and towards all colonists; taxed legal and commercial documents and printed matter, such as newspapers

Intolerable Act- closed Boston harbor until Boston paid for the destroyed tea; put forth more acts, nearly eliminating self-government in Massachusetts
Townshend Act- import taxes on lead, paper, tea, pain, and glass; the money went to British troops, royal governors, and royal judges; without American consent
Boston Tea Party- a group of Boston patriots destroyed a shipment of tea in a protest; causing great anger to the British
Boston Massacre- a small crowd threatened a squad of soldiers, who in response fired at the crowd, killing five people. The news spread across the 13 colonies, arising indignation and anger among the Americans. 

Revolutionary War and independence

· began with the Battles of Lexington and Concord in 1775

· Civilians suffered hardships such as blockade from the British, which resulted in a lack of supply and inflation; some people profiteered, or sold scarce items at unreasonably high prices
· ended with Battle of Yorktown
The Treaty of Paris (1783)
· official recognition of the founding of the United States, withdrawal of British troop

· New England to the Mississippi River, along the Great Lakes as the border of U.S and Canada

Founding the nation

Criticisms on The Articles of Confederation:
· a government with only one branch, the legislature; no separate executive branch to enforce the acts; no national court system to interpret laws

· one vote for each state, regardless of size

· Congress cannot collect taxes to raise money

· Amendment only with consent of all states

· A 9/13 majority required to pass laws
Problems America faced at the beginning:

· Economy: had a huge debt, different states put taxes on neighboring states, which stirred up hostilities; lack of gold and silver so had to use paper money to pay the loans; lack of national economic policies

· Weak government: absence of lawmakers; lack of national court system; lack of trust in government

· Shays’ Rebellion: in order to pay the debts, the government demanded taxes to be paid in specie (gold or silver coin) which resulted in farmers’ complaints and a rebellion. It showed people’s determination to defy the authority of any government when it acted against people’s wishes.

Great Compromise

· Lower House, or house of Representatives, based on population and popular vote of different states

· Upper House, or house of Senates, equal number for all states

Three-Fifths Compromise- three fifths of state’s slave population would be counted when deciding representation

	Anti-Federalists

	· wanted a strong central government the Constitution provided

· no single faction (a group that is concerned only with its own interests), because factions will struggle with each other and maintain equal power

· federal government was only supreme over the states for the exclusively delegated powers, whereas the states were supreme over the federal government in exercise of their constitutionally reserved powers
	· a threat to the state governments and rights of individuals

· gained support in more isolated regions where protecting commerce was not a major concern

· saw the Constitution as a betrayal of the American Revolution 

	Won because:

· amendments on Articles of Confederation, offered solution to the problems in the U.S

· united around a specific plan

· well-organized national group in regular contact with one another

· support of George Washington
	Lost because:

· have no constructive plan

· consist of local and state politicians who did not coordinate their activities on national level


Conflicts

Hamilton’s Economic Program

· national government was to assume the debts acquired by the states; southern states did not want to help the northern states in paying back their debts( Hamilton proposed to locate the capital in the South

· Made the creditors care mostly about the nation, who took the responsibility of the debts as a whole

· created a tariff (tax on imported goods), later on whiskey, to pay the expenses of the government
· did not intend to pay the debts off right away; the government paid the creditors interests, an extra sum of money, to keep the creditors interested and always in relations with the U.S.
· created the bank of the United States in 1791

Citizen Genet- overstepped the bounds of diplomacy and tried to convince private Americans to serve as soldiers and privateers against the British; avoided persecution by marrying a governor’s daughter

American Neutrality

· Jay’s Treaty: John Jay sent to London to negotiate an agreement with the British
· Leave the forts it occupied in Northwest Territory and expanding trade between the two nations

· However, unable to end the practice of stopping and searching American ships on the high sea

· The Whiskey Rebellion: farmers were unhappy about the tax on whiskey( rebels closed courts and attacked tax collectors(Washington raised an army and suppressed the rebellion, this was important because America has proved itself by exerting its military force and enforcing its laws
· Washington, before retirement, warned against the political parties and emphasized the advantage of American’s unique opportunity to remain outside of the complicated entanglements of Europe.

John Adams as President

XYZ Affair

· However, the French agents demanded a huge bribe and loan before the Americans would even be allowed to see the French foreign minister. “Millions for defense, but not one cent for tribute”

Alien Act-government has the power to arrest and deport foreigners living in the U.S.

Naturalization Act- the time it takes to become an American citizen increased from 5 years to 14 years 

Sedition Act- limited freedom of speech, especially on the criticism of government

Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions- the states have the right to judge whether federal laws agree with the Constitution and if not they can declare those laws unconstitutional.

Thomas Jefferson as President

Reducing government

· severely cut the size of the federal bureaucracy, the departments and workers of the federal government

· slashed the size of the army

· limit the national government’s presence in people’s lives

· let the bank of the U.S. continue to function

Courts

· Judiciary Act of 1801: decreased the # of Supreme Court justices and increased the # of federal judges

· Adams filled the new judicial posts before leaving office; chosen by last minute appointments, these midnight judges angered Jefferson who believed he had the right to appoint the judges from his own party

Marbury vs. Madison 

· Marbury was appointed by Adams’ midnight appointments, but James Madison as Secretary of State did not deliver the commission. Marbury sued Madison, demanding that the Supreme Court order the Secretary of State to let him take his office, but he was rejected by Chief Justice John Marshall by declaring that the Supreme Court had no rights to give this order to the executive branch 

· Judicial review, created power for the courts to decide whether laws passed by Congress are constitutional.

Programs in the West

Northwest Ordinance of 1787- territories as lands in the West could become states, encouraged the development of the frontier, which extended as far as Mississippi River.

Land Act of 1800- Americans were able to buy land in small parcels and on credit as far west as the Mississippi R.

Louisiana Purchase- originally hoped to purchase New Orleans, but bought the entire Louisiana Territory.
The Lewis and Clark expedition
· search for river routes to the western ocean, make contact with the Native Americans, gather information
Election of 1804

· the Jeffersonian Republicans gained more support from the farmers of the new lands in the South and West
· Alexander Hamilton again interfered Burr’s election; Burr later killed Hamilton in a duel but wound up being persecuted and tried for treason
Tensions with Europe

· After the Jay’s Treaty became expired in 1805, the British again began harassing American ships. 

· Embargo Act of 1807 outlawed almost all trade with foreign countries. However, this was unsuccessful because the British and French were largely unaffected, whereas the New Englanders became discontented and smuggled goods to other countries in defiance.
Some Native Americans chose the cultural assimilation, the process by which people of one culture merge into and become part of another culture, while the ones resisted ended up getting overwhelmed by the Americans.
War of 1812

· Congress's War Hawks called for expulsion of the British from Canada to ensure frontier security

· interference and impressment (an act of forcing people into military service), from the British
· Despite early U.S. naval victories, Britain maintained its blockade of eastern U.S. ports. 

· A British force burned public buildings in Washington, D.C., including the White House. 

· The war became increasingly unpopular, especially in New England, where a separatist movement originated at the Hartford Convention. 

· In 1814, both sides signed the Treaty of Ghent, which restored territories captured by each side. 

· Victory in the Battle of New Orleans allowed Americans to end an unhappy war on a powerful, positive note. The battle unified the country, restored patriotism, and made Andrew Jackson a national hero.
Panic of 1819

· London banks demanded that banks in the U.S. pay money owed to them. 

· American banks demanded the money that they had loaned to the American public. 

· Those who had borrowed too much in the days of easy loans after 1815 were financially ruined.

The Missouri Compromise

· Slavery would not be restricted in Missouri; at the same time, Maine was carved out of northern Massachusetts and admitted to Union as a non-slave state.

· Congress agreed that the U.S expanded westward, territories north of 36。30’ N latitude in the Louisiana Purchase would be closed to slavery
